METHODOLOGICAL REPORT 
SURVEY NO. 2005-сп-32 “THE ATTITUDES OF THE RESIDENTS OF RUSSIA TOWARD MIGRATION AND MIGRANTS”

I. SAMPLING*)
The survey was comprised of seven independent samples representing adult population (18 years and older) of 6 constituent units of Russian Federation: Volgograd oblast, Republic of Tatarstan,  Orenburg oblast, Moscow oblast, Krasnodar krai (including Rupublic of Adygea), and Moscow City; as well as Russian Federation as a whole. All samples were based on the same selection methodology and were planned as three-tier stratified probability samples representative of the adult population (18 years and older) of corresponding constituent unit of Russian Federation or the Russian Federation as a whole. The sample sizes were as follows:
· Sample of  the adult population of Russian Federation – 680 respondents;

· Sample of  the adult population of Volgograd oblast– 650 respondents;

· Sample of  the adult population of the Republic of Tatarstan– 650 respondents;

· Sample of  the adult population of Orenburg oblast– 650 respondents;

· Sample of the adult population of Krasnodar krai (including Rupublic Adygeya) – 650 respondents;

· Sample of the adult population of Moscow oblast– 400 respondents;

· Sample of the adult population of Moscow – 400 respondents.

The total sample size was 4080 respondents. The number of questionnaires (cases) included into the survey final dataset corresponds with the planned target for each of these regional samples.  
II.  SURVEY INSTRUMENTS
1. For carrying out the survey 5 (five) variants of the questionnaire were developed. They differ in terms of the identification the administrative-political status of the survey location in the wording of some questions (republic, oblast, krai, city), in the wording of questions and in the lists of groups of migrants based on their nationality. The Russian Federation sample is Variant 1; Moscow and Moscow oblast samples – variant 2; Krasnodar krai (including the Rupublic of Adygeya) sample - variant 3; Orenburg oblast and Volgograd oblast samples – variant 4; and the Republic of Tatarstan sample – variant 5.  In the survey dataset these distinctions are captured by the variable named “variant” with corresponding values.

2. An insert titled “FOR THE INTERVIEWER” was added to each questionnaire to collect the data identifying individual respondents – last name, first name, patronymic (middle name); telephone number (if applicable) and full mailing address. Information on this page was collected with respondents’ consent and retained temporarily to conduct quality control of the survey (as a basis for the inspection of the interviewers’ work). It is not provided to the Customer. 
3. Text cards supplementing the questionnaire (identical for all questionnaire variants)
4. Instructions to the interviewer on how to work with the questionnaire.

5. Two survey administration plans; the questionnaire variant to be used for interviews is indicated on each of them.

6. Instructions on how to select respondents.  
7. The interviewer route form, detailing the procedure by which the interviewers were to select households from which respondents would be drawn. The form provides space for recording all the addresses that the interviewer visited, both successfully and unsuccessfully; in the latter case, the interviewers were obligated to record the reason for non-response or refusal to take the survey.


8. Instructions to survey managers along with the fieldwork report form. 
Interview method: formalized face-to-face interviews. 
III. SURVEY FIELDWORK
Dates of the fieldwork
The sample of the entire Russian Federation: fieldwork start date: on August 10, 2005;



fieldwork end date: August 28, 2005.

Samples of the constituent units of the Russian Federation: fieldwork start date– August 10, 2005; fieldwork end date – September 10, 2005. After the inspection of the interviewers’ work in the two weeks that followed that date 140 interviews had to be redone; thus, the actual fieldwork end date was September 25, 2005.

Comments on changes in the selection of the Russian Federation sample locations:
1) In the Republic of Tatarstan, Arsk (settlement code  – 2302) had been assigned but interviews were conducted in Vasil’evo (settlement code  – 2702).  In Arsk Levada-Center numerous times conducted surveys for the research “Kur’er”, thus, Arsk appeared to be overworked. Vasil’evo was a more convenient substitute location. 
2) In Vladimirskaya oblast Orgtrud (1701) is substituted for Stavrovo (1701). The reasons are the same as above.
3) In the Republic of Bashkortostan, Blagovarskii raion is substituted for Miyakinskii raion. Miyakinskii raion, unlike Blagovarskii raion, had a permanent trained contract interviewer residing there which helped sustain the quality of the survey and meet the deadline.
4) In Kostromskaya oblast Nerekhtinskii raion is replaced with Kostromskoi raion. The main reasons are as follows: a) these settlements have the same administrative status and population size; b) the selected rural settlement of Sangora is farther from the oblast capital than any of the Nerekhtinskii raion settlements so the substitute location meets the “distance from the oblast capital” criterion; c) Nerekhtinskii raion has the highest crime rate in the oblast. It happened that interviewers working in one of the raion’s settlements were attacked by criminals and robbers. The replacement was made according to the request of Kostromskoi raion’s supervisor.

Comments on changes in the selection of the Moscow Oblast sample locations:
1) In the city Zheleznodorozhnyi due to the interviewer’s oversight, there was one fewer interview conducted than the planned number. Thus, in the  raion capital Odintsovo one additional interview was conducted. 
2)  When traveling to the urban settlement Kratovo interviewers got lost, confused names of the settlements and conducted interviews in the urban settlement Kraskovo that is located in the neighboring raion on the same railroad line.

3) In Podol’skii raion interviews were conducted in 4 medium size rural settlements of the same type located next to each other, instead of being conducted in one rural settlement.              
4)  Given urban settlement Firsanovka of the Khimkinskii raion was substituted for the urban settlement Novopodrezkovo of the same raion, because the former had numerous times been included in the samples of previous surveys.

Reasons for rejection of completed questionnaires and for redoing the interviews: 
Sample: Moscow City: The reason – falsification of the questionnaire. It was found for one respondent did not live at the address recoded by the interviewer, and a different respondent was selected and interviewed. 
Sample: Krasnodar krai: In the cities of Tikhoretsk and Slavyansk-na-Kubani the fact of the interview was not confirmed for several questionnaires. All interviews in these cities (32 questionnaires) were redone. 
Sample Volgograd oblast: Falsifications were found in 5 out of 16 questionnaires for the rural settlement Ryabovskii of the Novoanninskii raion – the fact of the interview was not confirmed. All 16 questionnaires of this interviewer were cancelled, and the interviews were redone in the rural settlements of Trud-Rassvet and Troitskii of the same raion.
Sample Orenburg oblast: 1) In the city of Orenburg falsification was discovered in the work of one interviewer – “respondent does not live at the provided address”. All 16 questionnaires of this interviewer were redone.  For the same reason 16 questionnaires were redone in the rural settlement Ponomarevka of Ponomarevskii raion. 
2) In the rural settlements Tashla of Tashlinskii raion and Grigor’evka of Sol’-Iletskii raion violations of sampling methodology were discovered – respondents were not selected according to the closest date of birth. The questionnaires that did not meet this criterion (5 and 8 in each settlement, respectively) were redone. 
Sample: Republic of Tatarstan; 1) In the cities of Kazan’ (13) and Naberezhnye Chelny (1) as well as in rural settlement Yutaz of Yutazinskii raion respondents were not selected correctly. The corresponding number of questionnaires in each location was redone.
2) Instead of Rybno-Slobodskoi and Aksubaevskii raions identified through the sampling procedure (15 respondents), the survey was conducted in Zelenodol’skii and Tokaevskii raions. These questionnaires were redone in the raions where they should have been done according to the sampling procedure.

 2. During the second stage the datasets were checked with software designed to identify repetitive patterns in the data across samples in the central office of Levada-Center. No repetitive patterns were identified.
3. The third stage of verification was conduced by mail from September 15 to October 5, 2005 on the basis of the database of respondents provided by the survey supervisors. The total of 1030 letters were sent, mainly to the settlements with low access to telephone service. Letters were mailed to respondents in 5 samples (in Moscow and Moscow oblast, where access to telephone services is high, we limited control to phone calls):
Russian Federation – 40 addresses (no violations have been found during the first and second stages);

Krasnodar krai – 273 addresses; 

Volgograd oblast – 212 addresses; 
Orenburgoblast – 205 addresses;
Republic of Tatarstan– 300 addresses.
Results of control by mail can be presented no earlier than the end of October – beginning of November 2005.
